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Teachers’ viewpoints about the pictures in the junior high school textbooks
of “physics and chemistry”

Abstract

A survey of the opinion from 681 science teachers of “physics and chemistry” in junior high
schools about the pictures used in the previous edition of Physics and Chemistry was examined.
The aim is to find out whether or not the factors concerning humanism, everyday life and sexual
equality, respectively, in the picture influence the results of teaching. It was found that a
majority of the teachers considered neither humanism nor sexual equality important, but the
picture was better to reflect everyday life. More than 90% of the teachers indicated that the sex

of the figure in the textbook did not affect their own will of study.
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
